Tried this new recipe the other night at Skyline Hunt Club at Thurman. It was pretty
tasty! Thought I would share it with you!

CHARLIE BROWN DESSERT

72 cup smooth peanut butter
1/3 cup sugar
1/4 cup butter
2 cups graham cracker crumbs
1 large package instant chocolate pudding mix
3 Y2 cups milk
4 oz. container of Cool Whip

Melt butter then add peanut butter and sugar. Stir until all is melted and sugar is
dissolved. Pour over the graham cracker crumbs and stir to mix well. Pat into a

9 x 13 inch pan. Mix the instant pudding and milk together and beat until thick. Pour
over graham cracker crust to cover. Refrigerate covered overnight. Just before
serving, top with cool whip and drizzle with chocolate syrup.
